Library Mini Golf FAQ

Where is the mini golf course located? The 18-hole mini golf course will be set up throughout the library's first
and second floors. Golfers will purchase tickets and collect their equipment in the Registration Area,
located in the Internet Café. The course begins on the second floor and concludes in the Family Fun Zone
located in the library’'s meeting rooms - where golfers return their equipment, vote for their favorite school-
decorated hole, and enjoy complimentary refreshments and activities.

How do | buy tickets? Presale tickets will be available starting March 7, 2025, at both library locations.
Accepted payment methods include cash, credit card, and checks made payable to Crown Point Library.
Tickets are non-refundable and non-replaceable but can be transferred to another individual. Please note
that tickets for Putt & Play: Special Edition must be purchased in advance, as they will not be sold at the
door.

Ticket Prices:
e Puttin’ Through the Stacks: After-Hours Event for 21+ — $50 per person / $175 for a foursome
“Hole” Lot of Fun — $5 per player / $20 for a group of five
e Putt & Play: Special Edition* — $5 per player / $20 for a group of five
*This event requires advance ticket purchase. Tickets will not be sold at the door. The last day to
purchase tickets is April 5, 2025.

What's included with my ticket? All event tickets include:

¢ One round of mini golf with putter, ball, and scorecard.
e Access to the Family Fun Zone, featuring free activities and light refreshments.
