Not-for-Profit Organizations: No charge (proof
of status may be required).

For-Profit Organizations/Businesses/HOA/POA:
$40 an hour, per room.

Private Events: $40 an hour, per room.
Cleaning Fee: $50 (if meeting room guidelines
are not followed).

Additional Before/After Hours Use: $25 an
hour (waived for partnership organization
programs).

Payment is due two weeks before the
reservation date. Refunds are not issued unless
the Library must close or cancel an event;
however, credits may be applied to future
rentals if the user cancels an event.
